ABOUT THE OFFENSE
 Under Stoops, Oklahoma has produced its career leader in passing and receiving, while 

turning out the No. 3- and No. 4-ranked rusher in school history and the school record holder for 
single-season rushing, passing and receiving yards.

 OU has scored at least one touchdown in every game dating back to Nov. 7, 1998.
 Under Stoops, OU has rushed for 200 yards 35 times, including 29 over the last fi ve seasons.
 In the Stoops era, OU has 123 TD of 25+ yards and 244 scoring drives of less than 2:00.
 OU’s 2006 team missed perfect offensive balance by just 202 yards (2,682 passing, 2,480

broke Jason White’s OU record of 18 and challenged the NCAA mark of 24 set by Tennessee’s 
Tee Martin.  Bradford then hit his last 10 vs. Miami and fi rst 11 vs. Utah State for a string of 21.

 Multiple TD passes in eight games, school record (tied) fi ve TD passes vs. Miami and Texas 
A&M, hit at least 65% in nine games, no INT in fi ve games, at least one 30-yard pass in every 
game.

 He’s averaging 27.2 yards per kickoff return (No. 22 nationally) with a long of 44.
 Iglesias’ 1,228 all-purpose yards are 132 more than the next highest fi gure on the team.

TIGHT END TANDEM
Last season, Joe Jon Finley and Jermaine Gresham combined to average 1.9 receptions/game 
and scored four touchdowns.  In ‘07, they’re averaging 4.3 receptions and have 11 TD.

O-LINE OF HISTORICAL PROPORTIONS
With an average height of 6-5 (76.6 inches) and 322.4 pounds this is one of the biggest of-
fensive lines in OU history.  In the Stoops era this is the heaviest line and the third-tallest.  The 
2002 and 2003 lines measured 77.2 inches.  

 At 6-8, Phil Loadholt is tied as the tallest football player ever at OU, and the tallest starter.

WHAT HAVE YOU DONE FOR ME LATELY?

 With 257 INT return yards, OU has exceeded its total for each of the last three years.
 With 29 sacks through 10 games, OU is four ahead of its 14-game total in 2006.

TOUCHY, FEELY DEFENSE
OU defenders have touched the ball 54 times (5.4 times per 
game) with 31 PBUs, 16 interceptions and seven fumble 
recoveries.  To put that in perspective, opposing teams have 
just 32 touches in 15 break-ups, 10 fumble recoveries and 
six interceptions.  OU is averaging 14.4 yards on INT/fumble 
returns with four touchdowns, which is one shy of the school 
record set in 1956 and 2001.

STOOPS ERA STAPLE: RUN DEFENSE

 Opposing teams are averaging just 21.8 yards per return after Hartley’s kickoffs.  OU is aver-
aging 28.6 yards per kickoff return.

 Hartley made 19-of-20 FG and 49-of-50 on PAT in 2006.  His lone fi eld 
goal miss was a block at Oregon (made a career-high four FG in that 
game).  He kicked off 78 times with 31 touchbacks.

 His FG made percentage of .950 was tops in the nation among kickers with 
at least 10 makes.  He made his last 11 attempts of the season.

 Hartley ranked No. 20 nationally in fi eld goals made per game with 1.36 and was 
No. 21 in scoring with 7.57 points per game. 

 Hartley has four career makes of 50 yards or longer, including a 53-yarder against 
Utah State this season.  He made a long of 46 yards twice last season.

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History is one tough customer at Oklahoma. 
The tradition, so rich and so long-standing, is 
as daunting as it is impressive. To be among 
the best at Oklahoma is to be among the best 
in college football.
 Such dramatics are lost on Bob Stoops. The 
Sooner head coach befriended the would-be 
albatross of OU’s successful past from his fi rst 
day on campus 
and remains 
steadfastly focused 
on tomorrow and 
the championship it 
holds.
 It falls then to the 
observers and ex-
perts of the game 
to defi ne Stoops’ 
impact. Rarely 
have the pundits 
had it so easy.
 Under Stoops, 
Oklahoma has won 
95 games (95-20), 
been ranked for 
128 weeks in 
the AP Poll (69 
consecutive at one 
point) and 125 in 
the USA Today 
Coaches Poll, 
played in seven 
bowl games, four of 
the BCS variety, and 
captured three Big 12 crowns.  His 2000 team 
won the national championship.  On a playing 
fi eld leveled by scholarship limits and parity, 
this era stares down the Oklahoma standard 
and does not blink.
 The achievement dulls the memory of what 
Stoops inherited. When he arrived in Norman, 
the proud Sooner program was fi ve years 
removed from a winning record, four from 
bowl play. Those atypical days of angst are 
so forgotten now that they might as well be 
mentioned with the land rush and dust bowl.
 Stoops has been characterized as a 
grounded family man, brilliant big-game coach, 
relentless recruiter, disciplined leader and a 
person with uncommon perspective. His suc-
cess emanates from a disciplined style true to 
his roots in the Steel Valley of Ohio, but he is 
far from infl exible. The principles to which he 
holds are the tried and true axioms of the sport 
… mixed with cutting edge strategy and an 
appreciation for the calculated risk.

 During his time, OU has produced record–
setting passers and receivers, three 1,000-yard 
rushers, suffocating defense and special teams 
units that rank among the most dynamic in the 
land. Every facet has been impacted.
 His players have snagged 16 national 
awards, including the 2003 Heisman Trophy 
won by Jason White.  There have been 58 aca-

demic honorees, 53 
All-Big 12 players, 
22 All-Americans 
and 32 NFL draft 
choices.  
 Stoops has won 
a total of 10 na-
tional coach of the 
year awards and 
has been consen-
sus Big 12 Coach 
of the year in three 
times.
 The son of a 
coach, Stoops was 
a four-year starter 
at Iowa. He began 
his coaching 
career in 1983 as 
a volunteer in the 
Hawkeye program 
under Hayden Fry. 
He worked through 
the ranks until he 
became co-defen-

sive coordinator at 
Kansas State (1991-95) during Bill Snyders 
rein.
 With the Wildcats, he played a key role in 
an impressive turnaround. During his fi nal 
four seasons there, K-State was 35-12 with 
three bowl appearances. Eventually, he left 
for Florida and a three-year stint as Steve 
Spurrier’s defensive coordinator. In 1996, he 
was part of a national championship team. It 
was with the Gators that the spotlight found 
Stoops and made him one of the hottest 
names in the profession. 
 Stoops, who was born Sept. 9, 1960, in 
Youngstown, Ohio, graduated from Iowa in 
1983 with a degree in marketing.  He and his 
wife, Carol, have three children: daughter, 
Mackenzie, and twin sons, Drake and Isaac.
