0U is coming off a 51-20 win vs. Tulsa (9/14). Notre Dame won 17-13 vs. Michigan State (9/21).

OU is seeking to become the first current member of the Big 12 to defeat Notre Dame since Texas posted a 21-17 win
in the Cotton Bowl (1/1/70). Notre Dame is 28-4-1 all-time against current Big 12 opponents.

The Sooners have won eight straight reqular season games since suffering a 30-13 loss vs. Notre Dame (10/27/12).
During OU’s eight-game regular season winning streak, the Sooners have outscored their foes by an average margin
of 37.9-24.8 and have outgained those opponents by 127.3 ypg (528.1-400.8). ND has won 10 straight at home.

The Sooners are ranked No. 14 in the AP Poll and are No. 12 in the USA Today Coaches Poll. OU is 46-22 against ranked
opponents under Bob Stoops. The Irish are 16-5 at home and are 6-5 against ranked foes under Brian Kelly.

Oklahoma Takes Its Explosive Offense to Notre Dame

Oklahoma is 35-3 (.921) under Stoops when scoring 30 points or more, including a 34-30 setback at ND (10/2/99).
Notre Dame is 1-7 under Kelly when permitting 30+ points. The lone win was a 59-33 victory vs. Air Force (10/8/11).
Notre Dame is 27-1 under Kelly when allowing 20 points or less, including 13 straight victories.

Oklahoma is second in the Big 12, averaging 271.7 rush ypg. OU is 56-1 mark under Stoops (2-0in 2013) when racking
up 200+ rush yards, including 28 straight wins. ND is 1-6 under Kelly when permitting 200 or more rushing yards.
(B Blake Bell went 27-37 for 413 yards (11.11 YPA) with four TDs, no INTs and a 202.4 rating vs. Tulsa (9/14) as the
Sooners registered 607 yards of total offense. OU is 20-1 under Stoops when producing 600 yards or more.

Notre Dame’s defense has only given up 500 or more yards of total offense three times during Kelly’s tenure.

WR Jalen Saunders set an OU record with 15 catches vs. ND (10/27/12), including eight in the first quarter.

A Fast Start, Strong Finish Wil Be Important For Sooners, OU Enjoying a Defensive Resurgence

Oklahoma is tied for fifth among FBS schools in scoring defense, allowing 9.0 ppg in 2013.

The Sooners have won 36 consecutive games when leading at halftime. Under Kelly, Notre Dame is 24-3 when leading
at halftime and is 4-8 when trailing. Oklahoma has outscored its opponents 40-0 in the second quarter in 2013.
Notre has been outscored 50-47 in the first half this season. OU leads the Big 12 in time of possession (34:07).

0U owns a 48-13 scoring edge in the second halfin 2013, while Notre Dame has a 59-34 second-half scoring edge.
0U leads the Big 12 in total defense (291.3 ypg), third-down defense (12-44, 27.3%) and rush defense (100.7 ypg).
The Sooners are first in the Big 12 in first in pass defense efficiency (88.5) and second scoring defense (9.0 ppg).
Oklahoma & Wisconsin are the only AP Top 25 teams that have not permitted a TD pass this season.

The Sooners are 105-6 (.946) under Stoops when holding foes to 20 points or less, including 26 straight victories.

Bob Stoops has registered 152 career
wins, needing only six more to pass
Barry Switzer (157) for the most
victories in Oklahoma history, meaning
the Sooners"head coach is poised to
attain another historic milestone in 2013.

The only head coach to reach all four BCS games and the BCS
National Championship Game, Stoops has guided the Sooners
to four appearances in a national title contest, claiming college
football’s crown in 2000. Of Stoops’ 14 bowl appearances with

the Sooners, eight of those games have been of the BCS variety.

Along the way, he has picked up 17 coach of the year citations,
including eight on the national level (only five coaches
nationally have won more conference coach of the year
awards), and watched five assistant coaches move into Football
Bowl Subdivision head coaching positions.

From 1999-2012, no team from a BCS conference owned more
victories or a better winning percentage than Oklahoma (149-
37, .801). Under his direction, OU is one of two FBS schools
with 11 seasons of at least 10 wins since 2000.

Among schools from BCS conferences, only Alabama (61)
and Oregon (56) compiled more victories from 2008-12 than
Oklahoma (52), while only LSU and Stanford can join those
three schools in boasting 10 or more victories in each of the
past three campaigns.

Two Heisman winners and five Heisman finalists have been
characteristic of the talent Stoops and his staff have attracted.
The offenses have been among the best in college football
history (the 2008 team was the first to score 60 or more points
in five straight games en route to scoring an NCAA record 716
points).

The defense has been stingy and is the only program to
produce two players who won the Thorpe and Nagurski Awards
in the same season.

The son of a coach, Stoops was a four-year starter at lowa.

He began his coaching career in 1983 as a volunteer in the
Hawkeye program under Hayden Fry, working through the
ranks until he became co-defensive coordinator at Kansas State
(1991-95).

Eventually, he left for Florida and a three-year stint as Steve
Spurrier’s defensive coordinator. It was with the Gators, and
a national championship team in 1996, that the spotlight
found Stoops and made him one of the hottest names in the
profession.

THE HEAD COACHES

Brian Kelly

Notre Dame

Brian Kelly, a veteran of 22 seasons as a
collegiate head coach - is in his fourth
year as the 29th head foothall coach at
the University of Notre Dame.

Currently the fourth-winningest active
coach in the NCAA Foothall Bowl Subdivision, Kelly guided the
Irish to 28 wins over his first three seasons, which equals Dan
Devine’s school record for victories over the first three years as a
Notre Dame head coach.

His 122 victories as a head coach since 2001 are more than all
but two active FBS head coaches - Oklahoma’s Bob Stoops and
Texas'Mack Brown.

In 2012, Kelly led Notre Dame Notre Dame to its first
undefeated regular season in 24 years (1988), a spot in the BCS
title game and highest national ranking (No. 4/3) to close a
season since 1993 (No. 2/2).

Kelly swept just about every possible coach of the year award
in 2012. He earned the nod from the Associated Press, Walter
Camp Foothall Foundation, Sporting News, Liberty Mutual and
American Football Coaches Association.

Before Notre Dame, Kelly spent three seasons at Cincinnati
from 2007-09, including a 34-6 record (.850) and two straight
outright BIG EAST Conference title teams that earned BCS
appearances in 2008 (FedEx Orange Bowl) and 2009 (Allstate
Sugar Bowl). At the time he accepted the position at Notre
Dame, he qualified as the winningest active BIG EAST football
coach and the only league coach with more than 150 wins.

Prior to Cincinnati, he enjoyed three seasons at Central
Michigan University from 2004-06, including a 19-16 overall
record (.542) featuring a 9-4 mark and Mid-American
Conference title in 2006.

Kelly got his start at Grand Valley State University,

spending 13 seasons there and recording a 118-35-2 record
(.767), highlighted by NCAA Division Il national championships
in 2002 (14-0) and 2003 (14-1).

Born in Everett, Mass., and raised in Chelsea, Mass., Kelly
attended St. John’s Prep School in Danvers, Mass. He was a
four-year letter-winner at Assumption College (Worcester,
Mass.) as a linebacker, captaining the squad in both‘81and 82
under coach Paul Cantiani on teams that went 8-3 and 7-1-1.

After graduating from Assumption in 1983 with a bachelor’s
degree in political science, he served as linebacker coach and
defensive coordinator (as well as softball coach) from 1983-86
at Assumption under head football coach Bernie Gaughan.

OU Takes Down Tulsa

Oklahoma improved to 3-0 for the 10th time under
Bob Stoops after a 51-20 win over Tulsa (9/14).

0U is now 18-7-1 all-time against Tulsa, winning
12 of the last 13 meetings since 1979 and all seven
under Stoops.

0U is 42-6 under Stoops in the month of
September ... 36-2 at home against non-
conference foes under Stoops ... 78-1 when scoring
40 points or more under Stoops ... 20-1 with over
600 yards of total offense and 19-2 when throwing
for over 400 yards under Stoops ... 135-9 when
leading at the half and has won the last 36 games
when leading at halftime.

BeII Shines in First Start

Redshirt junior quarterback made the first start of
his career against Tulsa (9/14) and completed 27 of
37 passes for 413 yards and four touchdowns, all
career highs. He also ran 10 times for 24 yards.
Bell's 413 passing yards were the most by an OU
quarterback in his first career start, passing Sam
Bradford’s record of 363 yards vs. North Texas
(9/1/07).

Bell’s 437 yards of total offense (413 pass, 24 rush)
was the ninth-highest total in OU history. He joins
Landry Jones and Sam Bradford as the only three
0U players with 430 yards of total offense or more.
Bell's 281 passing yards in the first half were the
11th most in a first half by a Sooner quarterback
and second-most by an OU QB in the first half of
his first career start.

Bell became the fourth OU quarterback to throw
for over 400 yards in a game, joining Landry Jones,
Sam Bradford and Josh Heupel.

On third downs in the first half, Bell connected on
six of eight pass attempts for 192 yards and one
touchdown. He also had one rush attempt for 11
yards.

Bell is one of 13 QBs in the FBS to throw for over
400 yards this season against a fellow FBS team.

0U Beats WVU in Big 12 Opener

Oklahoma opened the 2013 Big 12 schedule with
a 16-7 win over West Virginia (9/7). OU is now 4-2
all-time against WVU and 3-1 vs. the Mountain-
eersin Norman.

After combining for 99 points last season in a 50-
49 0U win, OU and WVU combined for 23 points
today. The 76-point differential is the second-
highest in back-to-back seasons against the same
opponent since going for a combined 90 points
against Nebraska in 2008 followed by a 13-point
combined output in 2009.

Sooners Win Season Opener

With a 34-0 win over ULM (8/31), Oklahoma
improved to 91-22-6 in season openers and 48-9-5
in home openers.

The Sooners are 13-2 in season openers under Bob
Stoops, including 11-2 in home season openers.
0U is 5-0 under head coach Bob Stoops in the
month of August, outscoring those foes by a
combined 206-32 margin.

(8/31), becoming the first freshman to get the nod
in a season opener since Sam Bradford started in a
79-10 win vs. North Texas (9/1/07).
Knight is the 14th freshman QB overall to start
a game at Oklahoma, and the fourth to start a
season opener.
Against ULM, Knight ran 13 times for 103 yards
and was 11-28 passing for 86 yards and 3 TDs.
Knight becomes just the second QB in the Stoops
era to run for 100+ yards, joining Jason White
who rushed for 117 yards on 12 carries at Kansas

Knight is the 10th player and third QB in Sooner
history to rush for 100+ yards in a career debut.
Knight threw his first-career TD pass on a 12-yard
throw to Jalen Saunders at the 11:15 mark in the
second quarter. He became the second OU
freshman QB to throw a TD pass in a season
opener, joining Bradford in 2007.
Knight's three TD passes tied Sam Bradford for the
most by an OU freshman QB in a career debut.
With the victory, Knight became one of five
freshman QBs to start and win in week 1 of 2013.

Jaz Reynolds became the 29th OU player with
1,000 career receiving yards, doing so on an 82-
yard completion against Tulsa (9/14). Reynolds
has 1,092 yards in his career after totaling 109
yards on four catches in the game.

Sooner to do so.

170 yards on the night, the second 100-yard
game of his career.

Senior running back Damien Williams rushed for
66 yards on 16 carries against ULM (8/31) to go
over the 1,000 yard mark for his career,
becoming the 69th Sooner to do so.

Senior wide receiver Jalen Saunders caught
the 19th and 20th TD receptions of his career
against ULM (8/31), his fourth and fifth as a
Sooner. Saunders'TD receptions went for 12 and
18 yards, respectively.
It was his first multi-TD reception game as a
Sooner and fourth of his career. He finished with
30 yards receiving on three catches to lead OU.

About the Defense
OU has forced at least one turnover in 165 of
189 games over the last 15 seasons - 87.3% of
games played in that span.
The Sooner defense has at least one interception
in73.5% of its games (139 of 189) under Stoops.
Under Stoops, the OU defense has given up an
average of just 18.8 points per game.

Stoops Guides Defense

0U associate head coach and defensive
coordinator Mike Stoops is back for his second
season on the coaching staff after previously
guiding the OU‘D’from 1999-03.

With the shutout in the 2013 opener over ULM,
Stoops’ defenses have posted six shutouts,
including five in his first stint in Norman.

In his first stint at OU, four of Stoops' five
defenses finished No. 7 or better nationally in
scoring defense and top 10 for total defense.
From 2000-03, Stoops’ defenses also finished

in the top 25 in pass defense and rush defense
every season and in pass efficiency defense and
turnovers forced twice.

In addition, Stoops is the only coach to have

an athlete win both the Nagurski and Thorpe
awards in the same season, doing so twice with
Roy Williams in 2001 and Derrick Strait in 2003.

Defenswe TDs at 43 in Stoops Era

Oklahoma has recorded 43 defensive
touchdowns under Bob Stoops.

Thirteen TDs have come via fumble return.

The defense has scored at least one touchdown
in all of Stoops’ 14 seasons.

Since WWII, OU leads the nation with 590
victories.

The Sooners have captured seven national
championships (1950, 1955, 1956, 1974, 1975,
1985, 2000).

0U has 46 bowl appearances (No. 7 nationally)
with 27 bowl victories (No. 4 nationally) and an
all-time record of 27-18-1(.598).

0OU has 44 conference championships, including
eight Big 12 titles overall (no other school has
more than three).

Oklahoma is the only program in FBS history to
have four coaches with 100 or more wins.

With a 69-13 win over Florida A&M (9/8/12),
Oklahoma became the first program in college
football history to break the 32,000-mark in
all-time points scored.

Under Stoops, OU has had 33 All-Americans,
including 23 consensus.

Oklahoma boasts five Heisman winners. Sooners
have also won the Bednarik (1), Butkus (4),
Camp (4), Lombardi (3), Maxwell (2), Nagurski

Sooner teams have gone undefeated 14 times in
program history, the latest being in 2000.
Oklahoma’s 47-game win streak from 1953-57 is
still the NCAA D-I record.

Oklahoma has had 116 Academic All-Big 12
honorees under Stoops.

The Sooners have gone 84-5 at home in Stoops’
15 seasons. In all, Oklahoma has won 81 percent
of its home games since Gaylord Family —
Oklahoma Memorial opened in 1923.

Oklahoma has played in front of 89 consecutive
home sellouts - every game of Stoops’ tenure.
Including the six Sooners picked in the 2013 NFL
Draft, OU has had 363 players picked all-time in
the draft.

Oklahoma has 43 first-round picks, including
three No. 1 overall selections.

In 2010, Sooners were chosen with three of
