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Sooners Seek to Bounce Back at Texas Tech, Sooners Have Won Three of Last Four Games vs. Red Raiders  

• Oklahoma suff ered a 48-14 loss vs. Baylor (11/8). Texas Tech is coming off  a 34-13 loss vs. Texas (11/1).  

• The Sooners are 15-6 all-time vs. the Red Raiders, including a 10-5 mark under Bob Stoops. 

• OU has won 10 straight road games vs. unranked Big 12 foes and is 30-9 (.769) in such games during the Stoops era. 

• Texas Tech has lost 10 of its last 11 contests against Big 12 opponents.  

• OU is 2-2 and TTU is 0-4 vs. common foes in 2014. OU recorded wins over Texas and WVU. Both teams fell to Kansas State and TCU. 

• Texas Tech started 2013 with a 4-0 mark in Big 12 play but have since gone 1-10, beginning with a 38-30 loss at OU (10/26/13).

The 30-Point Barrier is a Key Stat in Oklahoma-Texas Tech Contest 

• The Sooners are 34-2 (.944) on the road vs. Big 12 foes when scoring 30+ points under Stoops, winning at WVU & ISU in 2014. 

• Texas Tech has lost 10 consecutive Big 12 games when permitting 30 points or more, allowing 48.6 ppg in those 10 outings. 

• Dating back to 2010, Oklahoma is 18-6 (.750) on the road, scoring 30 points or more in 70.8% (17 of 24) of those contests. 

• Texas Tech has allowed 30 points or more in seven of its nine games in 2014, including six straight losses when giving up 30+. 

Oklahoma Rushing Off ense vs. Texas Tech Run Defense A Matchup to Watch in Lubbock

• OU (225.0 ypg) ranks third in the Big 12 in rushing and will face a Texas Tech rush defense that ranks last in the Big 12 (246.6 ypg).

• The Red Raiders have permitted nine individual 100-yard rushers in 2014, including two apiece vs. Arkansas, WVU & TCU.

• QB Trevor Knight (146), RBs Alex Ross (144) and Samaje Perine (110) all topped the century mark as OU posted 510 rushing yards at 

ISU (11/1). Texas Tech permitted a season-high 438 rushing yards in a 49-28 loss vs. Arkansas (9/13). 

• Oklahoma and Baylor are the only two Big 12 teams that haven’t permitted an individual 100-yard rusher in 2014.

• Baylor (30) and TCU (26) are the only two Big 12 squads that own more rushing TDs than Oklahoma (25) in 2014. 

• Only Iowa State (32) has allowed more rushing touchdowns among Big 12 squads than Texas Tech (26) this season. 

Turnover Table Critical for Sooners, More Key Data on Oklahoma at Texas Tech 

• OU is +5 (13 takes/8 gives) in its six victories and is -2 (3 takes/5 gives) in its three losses. OU has no takes in its last two setbacks.

• Only West Virginia (-13) has a worse turnover ratio among Big 12 squads than Texas Tech at -12 (10 takes/22 gives). 

• The Red Raiders have thrown a Big 12-high 16 INTs. West Virginia and Texas Tech are tied for the most total turnovers with 22 apiece. 

Oklahoma Boasts Talented Sophomores on Defense, OU is Big 12’s Best in Sack Diff erential

• Oklahoma’s three leading tackles are all sophomores - LB Dominique Alexander (79), LB Jordan Evans (68) and S Ahmad Thomas (52). 

• Alexander had a season-high 18 tackles and Thomas had a career-best 14 stops vs. Baylor (11/8).

• Sophomore CB Zack Sanchez is tied for the Big 12 lead with fi ve INTs and has a team-high 10 passes defensed. 

• The Sooners lead the Big 12 with a +17.0 sack diff erential (23.0 sacks/6.0 sacks allowed), while TTU is +11 (19.0 sacks/8.0 allowed)

• Junior LB Eric Striker leads the Sooners with 5.5 sacks and ranks fi fth in the Big 12, averaging 0.61 sacks per game.

• Junior WR Sterling Shepard is third in the Big 12 

and fourth in the country with 119.6 receiving 

yards per game, while his 6.2 catches per game are 

fourth in the league and 25th nationally.

• Shepard tied the school record with 15 receptions 

against Kansas State (10/18), becoming the fourth 

player to reach that mark.

history, Bob 

Stoops owns 

the singular 

distiction of 

being the only 

college head 

coach to lead his squad to victory in 

every BCS bowl game and the BCS 

National Championship Game.

 Quantifying the lasting impact that 

Stoops has made on Oklahoma is the 

easy part. No head coach in the Sooners’ 

illustrious history has produced more 

victories than Stoops (166), who 

surpassed Barry Switzer in 2013. That OU 

coaching lineage of 100-game winners 

also includes the iconic Bud Wilkinson 

and Bennie Owen.

 Stoops has led the Sooners to a 

school-record 15 consecutive bowl berths 

and eight Big 12 titles. Even though he 

didn’t arrive in Norman until the Big 12 

was three years old, the Youngstown, 

Ohio, native has already coached the 

program to more than twice as many 

championships as any other school in the 

league with eight.

 Putting Stoops’ accomplishments and 

remarkable consistency in the proper 

national perspective isn’t diffi  cult. No 

team from a Power 5 conference owns 

more victories or a better winning 

percentage than Oklahoma (166-42, 

.798) since he took over the Sooners’ 

fortunes. No school can claim more BCS 

berths since 2000 than Oklahoma’s nine. 

Only three schools can boast longer 

active streaks of consecutive bowl berths.

 This 30-year coaching veteran 

completed his winning BCS bowl cycle as 

Oklahoma registered a 45-31 victory over 

No. 3 Alabama in the 80th Allstate Sugar 

Bowl. That victory vaulted the Sooners to 

the No. 6 spot in the fi nal AP Poll. Dating 

back to the 2000 campaign, no team 

boasts more AP Top 10 fi nishes than 

Oklahoma (9).

 Only Virginia Tech’s Frank Beamer 

(1987) and Troy’s Larry Blakeney (1991) 

have been at their posts longer. Add it 

all up, and it’s easy to see why ESPN the 

Magazine named Oklahoma the top 

college football program of the BCS era 

in 2012. Among active FBS coaches with 

at least 10 years experience, only Urban 

Meyer owns a better winning percentage 

at .840 (136-26).

 During his remarkable run, Stoops 

has picked up 17 coach of the year 

citations, including eight on the national 

level (only fi ve coaches nationally have 

won more conference coach of the year 

awards). Under Stoops’ direction, the 

Sooners have posted 12 seasons with 10 

or more wins in his 15 years at OU, a total 

that no FBS program can top dating back 

to 1999.

 Prior to his arrival at Oklahoma, the 

proud Sooner program was fi ve years 

removed from a winning record and 

hadn’t produced double-digit victories 

since 1987. OU has also registered 10 

seasons with 11 or more wins since the 

start of the 2000 campaign, a fi gure that 

leads the nation over that span. Stoops 

reached 100 victories faster than any 

coach in college football history. In fact, 

only fi ve coaches needed fewer games to 

reach the 150-win plateau than Stoops 

(187 games). That list reads like a who’s 

who of the game’s coaching elite: Switzer 

(180 games), Fielding Yost (180), Gil 

Doobie (180), Joe Paterno (184) and Tom 

Osborne (186).

 Stoops’ OU squads have frequently 

risen to the occasion against the nation’s 

toughest teams. The Sooners are 50-26 

(.658) against AP Top 25 foes during his 

tenure with 13 wins against AP Top 10 

squads and 10 victories against top-fi ve 

teams.

 Conference supremacy has also 

been a trademark of Stoops’ tenure in 

Norman. In addition to eight Big 12 

trophies, no Big 12 squad owns more 

regular season conference wins (101) or 

victories against AP Top 25 foes (50) than 

Oklahoma dating back to 1999. Over the 

past four years, the Sooners’ 28 Big 12 

wins and 14 victories against ranked foes 

remain the top mark in the conference, 

as well.

 But Stoops has long insisted that 

players win games, not coaches. 

However, it’s hard to argue with the 

consistent level of top-fl ight talent 

Stoops and his staff  have attracted to 

Oklahoma. Two Heisman winners and 

fi ve Heisman fi nalists have been 

characteristic of the off ensive playmakers 

who have signed with the Sooners. If you 

want opulent off ense, look no further 

than Owen Field. Stoops’ 2008 team was 

the fi rst to score 60 or more points in 

fi ve straight games en route to scoring 

an NCAA single-season record with 716 

points.

 There has been no lack of game-

changing defensive performers on the 

roster, either. Oklahoma is the only 

program to produce two players who 

won the Thorpe and Nagurski Awards in 

the same season. Sizzling special teams 

performers have been part of the 

equation, as well. Over the past three 

seasons alone the Sooners have 

registered six touchdowns and three 

safeties in the kicking game.

 The son of a longtime high school 

coach, Stoops was a four-year starter at 

Iowa under Hayden Fry, who gave him 

his coaching start in 1983. He would later 

play a key role in one of the most 

impressive turnarounds in college 

football history on Bill Snyder’s staff  at 

Kansas State from 1989-95. Eventually, 

he left for Florida and a three-year stint 

as Steve Spurrier’s defensive coordinator. 

It was with the Gators, and a national 

championship team in 1996, that the 

spotlight found Stoops and made him 

one of the hottest names in the 

profession. His hiring at Oklahoma was 

one for the ages.

The selection committee will choose the four 
teams for the playoff  based on strength of schedule, 
head-to-head results, comparison of results against 
common opponents, championships won and other 
factors.

• Against Texas (10/11), Shepard became the 56th 

Sooner to pass 2,000 career all-purpose yards.

• Shepard had four straight 100-yard games from 

9/6-10/4; the longest streak by an OU player since 

Ryan Broyles in 2011.

• At TCU (10/4), Shepard posted the second-highest 

receiving yardage total in school history with 215 

yards and a TD on seven catches. Only Ryan Broyles’ 

217 yards vs. Kansas (10/15/11) was better.

• At West Virginia (9/20), Shepard caught six passes 

for 101 yards and he caught fi ve passes for 109 

yards against Tennessee (9/13). 

• At Tulsa (9/6), Shepard had eight catches, including 

a TD, and recorded what was then the ninth-most 

receiving yards in a game in OU history with 177.

• In the 2014 opener vs. Louisiana Tech (8/30), 

Sterling became the 19th player in OU history to 

record 100 career receptions. He also passed his late 

father, Derrick on the OU career receiving yards list.

• Shepard’s late father, Derrick Shepard, lettered at 

OU from 1983-86. He fi nished with 76 catches for 

1,237 yards and eight TDs. In two and a half 

seasons, Sterling has passed all of those totals.

• In 14 games as a starter, QB Trevor Knight has 

posted an 11-3 record, completed over 58 percent 

of his passes, thrown 23 TDs and 14 INTs and 

averaged 12.7 yards per completion. He has also 

run for 641 yards and six TDs on 116 carries.

• Knight’s 244.1 passing yards per game in 2014 rank 

fi fth in the Big 12, while his pass effi  ciency of (134.3) 

is sixth and his total off ense (281.9) is seventh.

• Knight ran for 3 TDs and threw for 3 more at Iowa 

State (11/1), joining Notre Dame’s Everett Golson as 

the only players in the country to reach those totals 

in a single game this year. Knight ran for a career-

high 146 yards against the Cyclones, his third career 

100-yard game, and he passed for 230 more.

• Against Kansas State (10/18), Knight recorded his 

fourth career 300-yard passing game by throwing 

for a season-high 318 yards on 26-32 passing with 

3 TDs and an INT. The 81.3 percent completion rate 

was a career high, as was his pass effi  ciency of 

189.41. The pass attempts and completions were 

season highs.

• Knight threw for 309 yards and a touchdown at TCU 

(10/4), while against Tennessee (9/13), he threw 

for 308 yards on 20-33 passing with one TD.

• Knight set personal bests for completions (32),  

attempts (44), passing yards (348) and passing 

touchdowns (4) in the Sugar Bowl (1/2/14). The 

completions marked the most in Sugar Bowl 

history, while the TD fi gured tied the Sugar Bowl 

record and set an OU bowl game record.

• OU associate head coach and defensive coordinator 

Mike Stoops is in his third season on the staff  after 

previously guiding the OU ‘D’ from 1999-03.

• Stoops’ defenses have posted six shutouts, 

including fi ve in his fi rst stint in Norman. 

• In his fi rst stint at OU, four of Stoops’ fi ve 

defenses fi nished No. 7 or better nationally in 

scoring defense and top 10 for total defense.

• From 2000-03, Stoops’ defenses fi nished in the top 

25 in pass defense and rush defense each year and 

in pass effi  ciency defense and turnovers twice.

• In addition, Stoops is the only coach to have an 

athlete win both the Nagurski and Thorpe awards 

in the same season, doing so twice with Roy 

Williams in 2001 and Derrick Strait in 2003.

Defensive TDs at 51 in Stoops Era
• OU has 51 defensive TDs under Bob Stoops. 

• The defense has scored at least one TD in all of 

Stoops’  16 seasons, including fi ve in 2013 which tied 

for the most in the Stoops era (‘07, ‘01 and ‘00).

• All three defensive touchdowns this year have 

come via interceptions: Geneo Grissom recorded a 

38-yard interception return at Tulsa (9/6), Julian
