OPENING KICK
u	 No. 7/7/7 Oklahoma (10-2, 9-0 Big 12) goes for its 10th straight win when it 
meets No. 14/17/17 Auburn (8-4, 5-3 SEC) in the Allstate Sugar Bowl on Monday, 
Jan. 2 at 7:30 p.m. CT at the Mercedes-Benz SuperDome. The game will be 
televised by ESPN with Brent Musburger, Jesse Palmer and Kaylee Hartung 
announcing.

u	 Oklahoma is making its eighth Sugar Bowl appearance, most of any school 
not currently in the SEC, and tied for sixth most among all schools (only one time 
between the 1948 and 1995 seasons did the Sugar Bowl not feature an SEC team; OU 
beat Penn State 14-0 in the 1972 season). The Sooners are 5-2 in the Sugar Bowl. 
Among the 11 teams with at least five Sugar Bowl appearances, OU's .714 winning 
percentage ranks as the best.

u	 This marks OU's 50th bowl appearance, seventh most nationally. Thirty-five of 
those 50 have come in bowls that comprise the current New Year's Six (Orange [19], 
Sugar [8], Fiesta [5], Cotton [2], Rose [1] and Peach [0]). That does not include OU's 
BCS Championship Game appearance on Jan. 1, 2009.

u	 OU's nine-game winning streak is tied with Penn State for the nation's third 
longest (Alabama 25, Western Michigan 15). It is the Sooners' longest streak since 
winning 11 straight in the 2010-11 seasons.

u	 The Sooners have secured their 14th season of at least 10 wins under 18th-year 
head coach Bob Stoops. Under his direction, Oklahoma is the only FBS program to 
rack up 14 seasons of double-digit victories since 2000.

u	 This marks OU’s 18th consecutive bowl bid, all under Stoops. It is the longest 
streak in school history (previous record was eight under Barry Switzer) and the 
third longest active streak in the nation (Virginia Tech 24; Georgia 20).

u	 This year’s Big 12 title was Oklahoma’s 10th under Stoops, meaning he 
has won league championships at OU two more years than he has not. No 
other program has claimed more than two Big 12 championships during 
the Stoops era.

FIVE KEY STORYLINES
u	 This year's Sugar Bowl will mark just the second all-time meeting be-
tween Oklahoma and Auburn. OU won the lone matchup 40-22 in the 1972 
Sugar Bowl (capping the 1971 season) under the direction of head coach 
Chuck Fairbanks. The Sooners, who led 31-0 at halftime, rushed for 
a then-school-record 439 yards in the lopsided victory. OU quarterback 
Jack Mildren scored three times in his final collegiate game, and the 
Sooners finished No. 2 in the polls.

u	 OU head coach Bob Stoops is 6-4 against teams in the SEC at the time 
of competition and has won the last three matchups (31-24 at Tennessee in 
2015, 34-10 vs. Tennessee in 2014 and 45-31 vs. Alabama in 2014 Sugar 

QB Baker Mayfield, who finished third 
in Heisman Trophy balloting, leads the 
nation in completion percentage (.712), 
passing efficiency rating (197.7) and yards 
per pass attempt (11.1). Since Oct. 1, he 
paces the country in completion percent-
age (.735), passing efficiency rating 
(208.9; next highest in Power 5 is 173.5), 
yards per pass attempt (11.7), passing TDs 
(31), TD percentage (TDs on 12.7% of his 
attempts) and total TDs (37).

Bowl). Including former Big 12 Conference members Missouri and Texas 
A&M, Stoops is 25-7 against current SEC programs.

u	 The Sugar Bowl will feature one of the nation's top offenses against one 
of its top defenses. Oklahoma ranks third in the country in scoring offense 
(44.7 points per game), total offense (557.3 yards per game) and yards 
per play (7.55), and ranks first in passing efficiency rating (194.9; the 
NCAA single-season record is 191.2 by Baylor in 2011). Auburn ranks 
fifth nationally in scoring defense (15.6 ppg) and 20th in total defense 
(348.4 ypg).

u	 Junior running back Samaje Perine needs 82 yards to tie Billy 
Sims' OU career rushing record of 4,118 yards. Sims (1975-79) played 
in 40 career games while Perine has played in just 35 (he missed three 
games due to injury this season and three-fourths of another). With 
4,036 career yards, Perine ranks fifth in school history. Also in front of 
him are Steve Owens (4,041; 32 games), Adrian Peterson (4,045; 
31 games) and Joe Washington (4,071; 46 games).

u	 Dede Westbrook will be looking to continue the most impressive 
string of receiving production in school history. Over the last nine con-
tests (all wins), OU's first Biletnikoff Award winner has 1,311 receiving 
yards and 16 receiving touchdowns, both program records for a nine-
game stretch. In fact, his 16 receiving TDs are the most in single-season 
school history and have averaged 48.8 yards (12 have been 40 yards or 
longer, the most by an FBS player in a season since at least 1996). The 
senior's 13 total catches of at least 40 yards (all in the last nine games) 
are more than 95 teams have on the year.

NOTING OU’S NINE-GAME WINNING STREAK
u	Since losing 45-24 to No. 3 Ohio State on Sept. 17, the Sooners have 
rattled off nine straight victories. That ties OU with Penn State for the 
third longest active win streak in the country behind Alabama (25) and 
Western Michigan (15).

u	Oklahoma has outscored its last nine opponents by 169 points (an 
average of 18.8) and has outgained them by an average of 130.9 yards. 
On the ground, OU is outgaining teams by an average of 93.8 yards per 
game (257.2-163.4) during the streak.

u	Dating back to Oct. 1 (OU's first win of the streak), the Sooners rank 
first nationally in completion percentage (72.5), passing TDs (32), TD 
percentage (12.5 percent of passes), efficiency rating (206.0; next high-
est is 185.1), yards from scrimmage (5,252; next most is 4,938) and 
yards from scrimmage per game (583.6; next most is 557.5).

u	OU also ranks second nationally and leads all Power 5 schools since 
Oct. 1 with 430 points, 47.8 points per game, 55 touchdowns from 
scrimmage and 58 touchdowns overall.

u	Quarterback Baker Mayfield has completed 73.5 percent of his 
passes over the last nine games (average of 319.6 yards) with 31 TDs 
and just six interceptions. Dating back to Oct. 1 (and among QBs with 
at least 100 pass attempts), Mayfield ranks first nationally in pass 
completion percentage, passing touchdowns, yards per pass attempt 
(11.7), touchdown percentage (12.7 percent of passes), efficiency rating 
(208.9; next closest is 195.7; next closest Power 5 QB is 173.5) and 
total touchdowns (37).

u	Running backs Samaje Perine (137.5) and Joe Mixon (118.5) are 
averaging a combined 256.0 rushing yards and have totaled 16 rushing 
TDs over the last nine games. Mixon is averaging 6.8 yards per carry 
during the streak, while Perine is averaging 5.7 yards per rush.

u	Wide receiver Dede Westbrook leads the country since Oct. 1 with 
1,311 receiving yards, 23.0 yards per catch (min. 30 receptions) and 
receiving TDs (16), and is second with 145.7 receiving yards per game.

u	No linebacker in the country has more interceptions since Oct. 1 than 
Jordan Evans’ four (Purdue’s Markus Bailey also has four). Evans’ 145 
return yards on those four picks rank him fourth in the country overall 
and first among linebackers (next highest total is 70). Evans is one of 
seven FBS players, and one of two linebackers, to have two pick-sixes 
since Oct. 1.

u	Evans leads the team with 65 tackles and four interceptions during 
the nine-game win streak, while linebacker Ogbonnia Okoronkwo paces OU with 7.5 tackles for loss, 7.0 sacks and two forced 
fumbles. Cornerback Jordan Thomas has broken up 14 passes during the stretch.

THE NATION'S MOST DANGEROUS OFFENSE
u	Behind second-year coordinator Lincoln Riley, OU's offense is arguably the most explosive unit in the country. The Sooners 
lead the nation with 32 plays from scrimmage of at least 40 yards, 19 plays of at least 50 yards and 13 plays of at least 60 yards.

Oklahoma has boasted some incredibly potent 
offenses in Bob Stoops' 18 years as head coach, but 
none of his first 17 squads averaged more yards per 
play for an entire season than this season's squad 
is averaging through 12 games (7.55; ranks third 
nationally). The 7.55 yards per play are second most 
in school history (record is 7.60 in 1971).

u	 Quarterback Baker Mayfield's 10 completions of 60-
plus yards are the most by an FBS player since at least 2010. 
Similarly, wide receiver Dede Westbrook has six catches of 
60-plus yards this season, tied for the most nationally and the 
most by a Power 5 player since at least 2010. Only one other 
Power 5 player this year has more than three receptions of 
60-plus yards (Purdue's DeAngelo Yancey has four).

u	 Joe Mixon has 10 runs of at least 30 yards (tied for fourth 
in the country), seven runs of at least 40 yards (tied for fifth 
most) and four runs of at least 50 yards (tied for eighth most) 
despite averaging just 15.3 carries a game. His 79-yard TD 
run against Oklahoma State was the longest of his career and 
the longest by a Sooner since Alex Ross’ 82-yard run against 
Tulsa in 2014.

u	 Mixon has six TDs from scrimmage of 40-plus yards this 
year, the second most in a season in OU history. The only player with 
more is Westbrook, who has scored a remarkable 12 touchdowns of 40 
yards or more, the most by any FBS player since at least 1996.

u	 While Westbrook has been the top big-play threat for OU, six differ-
ent Sooners have at least one reception of 50 yards or more this year. 
Westbrook has seven such catches (88, 75, 71, 69, 67, 65 and 52), while 
Mixon has two (60 and 56). Mark Andrews (64), Nick Basquine (62), 
Dimitri Flowers (67) and Dahu Green (51) each have one.

TWO MORE OU HEISMAN FINALISTS
u	Redshirt junior quarterback Baker Mayfield and senior wide receiver 
Dede Westbrook comprised 40 percent of this year's group of Heisman 
Trophy finalists. They became the sixth and seventh finalists during the 
18-year Bob Stoops era, which is more than any other school during that 
time span. OU boasts eight finalists since the Heisman started naming 
them in 1982.

u	 Mayfield finished third in Heisman voting this year while Westbrook fin-
ished fourth. It marked just the fourth time since 1955 and first since 2004 
that a pair of teammates finished in the top four of the Heisman balloting. 
OU's Adrian Peterson and Jason White were the last to do it in 2004. 
They finished third and fourth, respectively.

u	 This marked the first time in the 82-year history of the Heisman Trophy 
that a quarterback and wide receiver from the same team each finished in 
the top four of the voting. Mayfield also finished fourth in 2015.

WESTBROOK A UNANIMOUS ALL-AMERICAN
u	Senior wide receiver Dede Westbrook became OU's first unanimous 
All-American since 2004 (offensive tackle Jammal Brown and running 
back Adrian Peterson) when he was named to the first team by each of 
the five official All-America squads (AFCA, AP, FWAA, Sporting News and 
Walter Camp Foundation).

u	 Westbrook is OU's 32nd unanimous All-American, more than any 
other program. He is also the Sooners' 77th consensus All-American, 
more than any other school in the modern era. In order to be a consensus 
All-American, a player must be named on at least three of the five official 
All-America squads.

u	 OU's first-ever winner of the Biletnikoff Award as the country's out-
standing receiver, Westbrook leads all Power 5 players in receiving TDs 
per game (1.33), while ranking second in receiving yards (1,465) and 
third in receiving yards per game (123.1).

JUST CALL HIM "TD" WESTBROOK
u	Dede Westbrook is on a remarkable nine-game tear, amassing 57 catches for 1,311 yards and 16 touchdowns since the start 
of Big 12 play Oct. 1. He also returned a punt 71 yards for a score Oct. 29 against Kansas. The 1,311 yards are the most ever by a 
Sooner in a nine-game stretch (see chart on right of this page), and the 16 receiving TDs are a single-season school record.

u	Westbrook's 17 total TDs over the last nine games (he was slowed by a hamstring injury the first three outings) are 13 more 
than he had in the first 16 games of his career. His 16 receiving scores came (in order) from 67, 40, 71, 42, 47, 26, 8, 88, 49, 
23, 41, 65, 29, 40, 75 and 69 yards for an average of 48.8 yards.

u	Westbrook is the only player in school history to score more than six TDs (rushing and/or receiving) of 40-plus yards in one 
season. He has 12. He is also the only Sooner to record six straight 100-yard receiving games in one year (no one had ever 
strung together more than four in one season).

u	In Big 12 play, Westbrook ranked first in the league in receiving yards 
(145.7 per game; next highest average was 95.7 by Texas Tech's Keke 
Coutee) and points (11.6 per game; next highest average was 9.0 by OU 
running back Joe Mixon and Oklahoma State kicker Ben Grogan).

u	Westbrook's 2,208 career receiving yards are the most ever by an OU 
player in their first 25 games. The second-year Sooner already ranks 
seventh in school history in receiving yards (needs 77 to tie Malcolm 
Kelly [2005-07] for sixth).

MAYFIELD ENJOYING ONE OF OU'S TOP QB SEASONS
u	Junior quarterback Baker Mayfield has been even more effective this 
year than he was in 2015 when he finished fourth in Heisman Trophy voting 
and was named national player of the year by Sporting News. Mayfield, who 
completed 68.1 percent of his passes for 3,700 yards and 36 touchdowns 
against only seven interceptions last year, is 235-for-330 (career-high 71.2 
percent) this season with 38 TDs and eight picks. He ranks first nationally in 
completion percentage, passing efficiency rating (197.7; the NCAA single-
season record is 191.8; next highest Power 5 figure this year is 176.5) and 
yards per pass attempt (11.1; only one other player is above 9.9), third in points 
responsible for per game (22.3) and yards per completion (15.6) and fourth in 
passing TDs (38).

u	A finalist for the Maxwell, Davey O'Brien and Johnny Unitas Golden Arm 
Awards and winner of the Burlsworth Trophy (nation's best player who began 
his career as a walk-on), Mayfield was especially effective in Big 12 play, 
leading the league in passing TDs (31; next most was 27; third most was 20), 
completion percentage (.735; next best was .641) and pass efficiency rating 
(208.9; next best was 158.8). He threw for 319.6 yards per league contest and 
also ran for 139 yards and six scores.

u	 Mayfield ranks second nationally with 22 completions of at least 40 yards 
(Western Kentucky's Mike White has 23 and has played one more game).

u	 Mayfield is the only player in OU history to register at least 5,000 passing 
yards (7,369) and at least 500 rushing yards (548) in a career.

u	 Mayfield has accounted for 87 touchdowns as a Sooner, the most by a 
player in the first 25 games of an OU career. His 74 TD passes trail only Sam 
Bradford's 78 as the most in the first 25 games of an OU career (see chart on 
the right).

u	 Mayfield ranks first at OU in career completion percentage (.695; Bradford 
ranks second at .676) and career passing efficiency (184.44; Bradford ranks 
second at 175.62).

NOT YOUR AVERAGE JOE
u	 For his career, redshirt sophomore running back Joe Mixon is averaging 
6.89 yards per carry, most in the 18-year Bob Stoops era among players with 
at least 100 attempts (see the top 10 in the chart to the right). He ranks 11th 
nationally this year with his 7.04 yards per rush.

u	 Mixon ranks second in the country with his 195.5 all-purpose yards per 
game this season. He is averaging 107.5 rushing yards per game (ranks third in 
Big 12), 40.8 receiving yards per contest (ranks second on team), 23.5 yards per 
kickoff return (ranks fourth in Big 12) and 6.2 yards per punt return.

u	 Mixon has 2,151 all-purpose yards in his 11 games and needs 20 to tie the 
OU single-season record of 2,171 set by DeMarco Murray in 2008 (13 games).

u	 On Oct. 22 at Texas Tech, Mixon became one of only two FBS players since 1996 to register three receiving TDs and two 
rushing TDs in one game (Air Force's Tim McVey did it last year against New Mexico). His 377 all-purpose yards against the Red 
Raiders are the most by a Power 5 player in a game this season.

u	 Mixon has accounted for 15 touchdowns on the season in four different fashions. His scoring pass to Dede Westbrook 
Oct. 15 vs. Kansas State made him the first player in school history and only FBS player this year to register TDs via pass, rush, 
reception and kickoff return in the same season. 

u	 Mixon is one of just six players in OU history to record at least 1,000 rushing yards and 500 receiving yards in a career, and 
it took him only 17 games to do it (reached both marks Oct. 1 at TCU). Only Quentin Griffin (1999-02; 16 games) reached 
the 1,000/500 mark faster. Others to do it were Murray (2007-10; 26 games), De'Mond Parker (1996-98; 30 games), Steve 
Sewell (1981-84; 36 games) and James Allen (1993-96; 40 games). Mixon has 1,936 rushing yards and 805 receiving yards.

PERINE NEEDS 82 YARDS TO TIE OU CAREER RUSHING MARK
u	After a stellar season that saw a continuation of his bruising, powerful style, RB Samaje Perine picked up third-team 
All-America honors last year and was selected to the All-Big 12 First Team. The Pflugerville, Texas, product racked up 1,713 
rushing yards as a freshman (6.5 per carry) and 1,349 more as a sophomore last season (6.0 per carry). With 974 more yards 
this season, Perine already ranks fifth in Oklahoma history with 4,036 career rushing yards and is just 82 yards shy of Billy 
Sims’ school record of 4,118 yards. 

u	 Despite getting hurt in the first quarter against Kansas State on Oct. 15 and not returning, Perine is averaging 137.5 yards per

He missed three 
full Big 12 contests after the Kansas State game.

u	 Perine’s 1,713 net rushing yards in 2014 were sixth most by a fresh-
man in FBS history and second most in Big 12 and OU freshman annals, 
behind Adrian Peterson’s 1,925 yards in 2004. Perine’s total was 
fifth highest in a season in OU history, and he became the first freshman 
lead the Big 12 in rushing yards per game (131.8). Against Kansas that 
season, Perine amassed an FBS-record 427 rushing yards and five 
touchdowns on 34 carries. The record still stands.

NOTING OU'S DEFENSE
u	Oklahoma ranks 89th out of 128 teams in total defense by allowing 
439.8 yards per contest, but it has faced seven of the nation's top 23 
offenses in its 12 games and eight of the top 34. Texas Tech ranks first 
nationally at 564.5 yards per game, Baylor ranks fifth (523.3), West 
Virginia 12th (506.9), Oklahoma State 17th (492.1), Texas 19th (491.3), 
Ohio State 21st (479.5), TCU 23rd (475.0) and Houston 34th (459.2). OU 
held five of those teams to totals below their season average.

u	Due mainly to injuries, 22 different Sooners have started on defense 
this season. Seven of those players are freshmen (five) or first-year junior 
college transfers (two). Ten defensive players who were on OU's opening-
week depth chart have missed a combined 54 games due to injury this 
season (three are no longer on the team as of mid-to-late November).

u	 Despite giving up 854 yards to Texas Tech on Oct. 22, OU ranked fourth 
in Big 12 play in total defense (452.7 ypg). The Sooners surrendered an 
average of 402.5 yards in their other eight league contests.

u	OU, which ranks second in the Big 12 in rushing defense (160.8 ypg), 
has held seven opponents to 130 or fewer yards on the ground (89 by 
Houston, 78 by ULM, 65 by TCU, 110 by Texas, 120 by Texas Tech, 49 by 
Kansas and 130 by Iowa State).

u	The Sooners led the Big 12 in league play by allowing foes to complete 
just 53.4 percent of their pass attempts. OU has held each of its last three 
opponents to sub-50-percent passing. Baylor was 21-for-46 (45.7%), 
West Virginia 12-for-27 (44.4%) and Oklahoma State 11-for-25 (44.0%). 
Those three teams were a combined 44-for-98 (44.9%) against OU. In 
league games prior to playing OU, they were a combined 605-for-984 
(61.5%).

u	 Cornerback Jordan Thomas ranks eighth in the nation and second in 
the Big 12 with his 1.4 passes defended per game. Thirteen of his 17 passes 
defended on the year have come in the last eight games and 15 have come 
in the last nine outings.

u	 Inside linebacker Jordan Evans ranks eighth in the Big 12 with his 
7.4 tackles per contest. He also has a team-high four interceptions (tied 
for the most by a Power 5 linebacker) and has returned two of them for 
touchdowns (vs. Kansas and at West Virginia). His 145 interception return 
yards are eighth most in the country and the most among linebackers.

u	 Outside linebacker Ogbonnia Okoronkwo ranks third in the Big 12 and 
21st nationally with his 0.8 sacks per game. His 9.0 sacks are tied with Eric 
Striker (2014) for the most in a season by an OU linebacker.

SOONERS BEAT OKLAHOMA STATE; WIN BIG 12 AGAIN
u	In its most recent game on Dec. 3, Oklahoma registered 629 yards of 
offense (352 after halftime) in posting its second straight Big 12 champi-
onship and 10th in the last 17 seasons under head coach Bob Stoops 
by beating Oklahoma State 38-20. OU, which outgained the Cowboys (9-
3, 7-2) by a 301-31 margin on the ground in the second half, became the first team to ever go 9-0 in the Big 12 regular season.

u	 Quarterback Baker Mayfield completed 13-of-19 pass attempts for 288 yards and three TDs with no turnovers. He averaged 
22.2 yards per completion and 15.2 yards per attempt despite several dropped passes. It marked the ninth time in nine Big 12 
games that he accounted for at least three TDs.

u	 Running backs Samaje Perine (season-high 239) and Joe Mixon (99) combined for 338 of OU’s season-high 341 rushing 
yards. Perine scored on a 1-yard run and Mixon on a career-long 79-yarder. Perine also registered a 66-yard non-scoring run 
and was named Big 12 Offensive Player of the Week.

u	 Wide receiver Dede Westbrook finished with four catches for 111 yards and one TD (a 69-yarder) before being knocked out 
of the game with 6:58 left in the second quarter due to an injury. It was Westbrook’s eighth time in nine Big 12 games to register at 
least 100 receiving yards (88 in the other) and his ninth straight game with at least one receiving TD. His TD catch was his 16th of 
the year (all in the last nine games), the most in OU single-season history (previous record of 15 was held by Mark Clayton in 
2003 and Ryan Broyles in 2009).

u	 The OU defense held OSU 20 points below its average entering the day (ranked 14th nationally at 40.4 ppg) and to 97 yards 
below its season average (ranked 16th nationally at 500.2 ypg). The Sooners allowed Cowboys quarterback Mason Rudolph to 
complete just 11 of his 25 passing attempts (44.0 percent), only the second time in his career he was held below 50 percent (was 
0-for-3 last year against OU).

u	 The win, OU's 16th straight in Big 12 play, boosted the Sooners' home 
record under Stoops to 101-9, meaning he has won more Big 12 titles 
than he has lost home games. All 110 home contests of the Stoops era 
have been sellouts.

OU'S LAST SUGAR BOWL TRIP WAS SWEET
u	Oklahoma's last visit to New Orleans was one to remember. Redshirt 
freshman quarterback Trevor Knight completed a Sugar Bowl-record 
32 passes on 44 attempts for 348 yards and four touchdowns, and the 
No. 11 Sooners took down third-ranked Alabama 45-3 to cap the 2013 
season. OU jumped to sixth in the final AP poll while the Crimson Tide 
fell to seventh.

u	Alabama's AJ McCarron's threw two first-half interceptions, the second 
of which set up a Sterling Shepard 13-yard score around the right end 
that gave OU a stunning 31-17 lead going into halftime. The Sooners' 
advantage shrunk to 31-24 through three quarters, but they outscored the 
Tide 14-7 in the fourth. 

u	Oklahoma’s defense produced seven sacks, three by Eric Striker. His last sack came with OU leading 38-31 with less than a 
minute to play. Striker stripped McCarron and Geneo Grissom returned the loose ball eight yards for the touchdown to ice the game.

u	Fifteen current Sooners were on the 2013 roster and six played against Alabama. Defensive tackle Jordan Wade is the only one 
who recorded any stats. He finished with three tackles, 0.5 tackles for loss and 0.5 sacks.

WUERFFEL TROPHY TRIFECTA
u	Former OU quarterback Trevor Knight, who graduated and transferred to Texas A&M for his final year of elibility this season, 
was awarded the Wuerffel Trophy in early December. That means three of the last four Wuerffel Trophy winners were members of 
the 2013 OU team that beat Alabama in the Sugar Bowl. Center Gabe Ikard won the honor that season while fellow OU center Ty 
Darlington was awarded the trophy in 2015.

u	The Wuerffel Trophy, named after former University of Florida and NFL quarterback Danny Wuerffel, has been awarded annually 
since 2005 to the college football player who best combines exemplary community service with athletic and academic achievement.

SOONERS HAVE DOMINATED BIG 12 ERA
u	OU's performance in the Big 12 Conference since Bob Stoops took over in 1999 has been nothing short of dominant. The 
Sooners have won 10 Big 12 titles in Stoops’ 18 seasons, with no other program during that span winning more than two.

u	Since the first year of the Big 12 in 1996, OU has claimed 10 league titles and is followed by Texas (three), Baylor, Kansas State and 
Nebraska (two each), and Colorado, Oklahoma State, TCU and Texas A&M (one each).

COLLEGE FOOTBALL’S BEST
u	During the modern era of college football (since the end of World War II), the Sooners are the nation’s No. 1 team with more 
wins (625) and a better winning percentage (.762) than any other program.

u	 OU is the highest-scoring program in college football history with 34,449 points (in 1,245 games).

u	 No program has more all-time 10-win seasons than Oklahoma, which has 37. In addition, OU’s 22 seasons with at least 11 
wins are the most in college football history.

u	 Since Bob Stoops’ arrival in 1999, OU leads all Power Five conference programs in wins (189) and points scored (8,877).

u	Only Ohio State (105) has been ranked No. 1 in the AP Poll more weeks than Oklahoma (101). OU’s 394 weeks in the AP’s top 
five are more than any other school. The AP Poll was introduced in 1936.

u	 Only Alabama (9) and Notre Dame (8) have earned more all-time AP national championships than Oklahoma (7).

EXTRA POINTS
u	 As defensive coordinator at Florida from 1996 to '98, Bob Stoops and the Gators went 3-0 against Auburn and outscored the 
Tigers 99-23. UF held Auburn to 189.3 yards per game and to just 2.8 yards per play over the three contests.

u	 This is the second straight season that OU finishes the year with four straight games against AP Top-25 teams. OU went 3-1 
last year in those contests (all teams were ranked 11th or better) and is 3-0 this year.

u	 OU running back Joe Mixon (200.8) and wide receiver Dede Westbrook (185.1) ranked second and third in the Big 12 in 
all-purpose yards per league game. Texas' D'Onta Foreman (201.7) is the only other player who averaged more than 116.1 yards.

u	 Of all active FBS players with at least 12 career TD receptions, Mark Andrews has the second best TD-to-catch ratio at 27.7 
percent (13 TDs on 47 catches). The only player with a better rate is Toledo’s Michael Roberts (21 TDs on 68 catches; 30.9%). 

u	 OU ranked first in the Big 12 in league play in pass completion percentage (72.5; next highest is 64.1) and first in pass 
completion percentage defense (53.4; next best was 56.7). The Sooners completed better than 70 percent of their passes in six of 
nine conference games (60.6, 60.0 and 68.4 in the other three), and held all nine opponents to under 60-percent passing. 

u	 Oklahoma has outscored its last four opponents 56-9 in the first quarter. It hasn’t given up a first quarter touchdown since the 
Texas Tech game on Oct. 22.

u	 OU has allowed opponents to score on their opening drive just twice in 12 games (one touchdown and one field goal). No 
opponent has done it since TCU scored a touchdown in the Big 12 opener Oct. 1.

u	 The Sooners are 24-1 (.960) all-time as the No. 7 team in the AP poll, including 7-1 (.875) under Stoops.

u	 OU is 385-71-6 (.840) all-time as an AP Top-10 team, 110-25 (.815) under Stoops.

u	 The Sooners are 136-78-5 (.632) all-time in AP Top-25 matchups, including 53-25 (.679) under Stoops.
