» In a matchup of the Big 12's two most successful programs, No. 12/12 Okla-
homa plays Texas for the 112th time on Saturday at 2:30 p.m. CT. The game, to
be played in Dallas for the 89th straight year, will be televised by ESPN with Joe
Tessitore, Todd Blackledge and Holly Rowe announcing.

» OU has won 10 Big 12 titles in the league's 21-year history, with no other

program during that span winning more than three. All 10 of OU's Big 12 titles
have come in the last 18 years, with no other program winning more than two
during the span. Texas ranks second with three Big 12 titles (last one in 2009).

» This season marks the first since 1947 that both Oklahoma (Lincoln Riley)
and Texas (Tom Herman) have first-year head coaches of their respective pro-
grams. 1947 marked the first year of the Bud Wilkinson era at OU (went 145-
29-4in 17 seasons and won three national titles) and the debut season for Blair
Cherry at UT (went 31-10-1 in four campaigns and posted a pair of top-five AP
national finishes). Wilkinson's Sooners lost to Cherry's Longhorns 34-14 in 1947
but posted 20-14, 20-14 and 14-13 victories the next three years.

» Texas is the only Big 12 program with a winning record against the Sooners.

Oklahoma is 45-61-5 in the series, but owns a 24-19-3 (.554) advantage since
1971.In the Big 12 era, OU is 12-9 (.571) against the Longhorns. The Sooners
have won five of the last seven meetings.

» Each of the last three OU-Texas games have been decided by seven or fewer
points (and by a total of 17 points).

» Dating back to the start of the 2012 season, the Sooners have won 27

of their last 32 regular season games away from home. In those 32 games,
Oklahoma has outscored its opponents 1,266-852 (40-27 average). OU has
scored at least 30 points in 26 of those 32 contests.

» This marks the fifth straight season that OU enters the Red River Showdown
ranked in the AP Top 25 while Texas is unranked (both teams were ranked in
each of the seven matchups prior to the current streak). Despite that fact, the
Longhorns have won two of the last four meetings. The Sooners have been
ranked in the AP poll at the time of the Red River game in each of the last 12
years and in 17 of the last 18 seasons.

» Quarterback Baker Mayfield, offensive lineman Orlando Brown and de-
fensive end/linebacker Ogbonnia Okoronkwo were all named to 25-member
ESPN midseason All-America team Monday, giving OU more representatives
than any other school and as many as the rest of the Big 12 combined (no
other Big 12 team had more than one honorees).

» After finishing fourth in Heisman Trophy voting in 2015 and third in 2016,
Mayfield is off to his best career start in 2017. In four-and-a-half games (he did
not play after halftime against UTEP), Mayfield is 100-for-134 (74.6 percent)
through the air with 15 touchdowns and no interceptions. He is averaging 327.0
passing yards per game. Mayfield leads the nation with his 214.1 pass efficiency
rating (next best among Power 5 QBs is 186.2) after last year setting the FBS
single-season record with a 196.4 mark.

» Oklahoma boasts one of the best big-play passing attacks early in 2017.
The Sooners have already completed 34 passes of 20-plus yards, good for
a nation-leading 6.8 per game. The Sooners are also the only team in the
country with two completions (and three plays overall) from scrimmage of at
least 80 yards.

RECAPPING THE LOSS TO IOWA STATE (5115 N PAGE 35)

» Oklahoma’s winning streaks of 14 games overall, 17 in Big 12 play and 18
against lowa State came to a halt Saturday with a 38-31 home loss to the Cy-
clones. The Sooners led 24-13 at halftime but were outscored 25-7 afterward.

» On its second possession, OU took a 14-0 lead with 5:49 left in the first
quarter, but the drive resulted in the loss of two starters for the rest of the
game. Running back Abdul Adams was injured on the second play of the
series following a seven-yard reception. He left the game and did not return
after rushing for 42 yards on three carries (14.0 average). Receiver CeeDee
Lamb scored in a 15-yard catch and run, but also left the contest after getting
injured on the play. It was his team-leading fourth TD reception of the year.

» Baker Mayfield set a Big 12 record by throwing for at least two touch-
downs in his 18th straight game (broke Sam Bradford’s league standard)
and finished 24-for-33 through the air for 306 yards and two TDs. He added a
season-high 57 rushing yards, including a 13-yard score.

» Trey Sermon replaced Adams and ran for 90 yards on 11 carries (5.0 average). He scored the game's first points on a 23-

yard pass from Mayfield.

» 0U held the Cyclones to 81 rushing yards (2.5 per carry), but ISU reserve quarterback Kyle Kempt completed 18-o0f-24
passes for 343 yards and three touchdowns. Running back David Montgomery ran for 55 yards on 17 carries (3.2 average)

and caught a team-high seven passes for 89 yards.

» The defeat for OU was its first at the hands of lowa State since 1990 and second since 1961. The Cyclones improved to

6-74-2 in the series.

SCOUTING TEXAS

» Texas enters the Red River Showdown with a 3-2 record and a 2-0 mark in conference play. The Longhorns outlasted
Kansas State 40-34 in double overtime Saturday, amassing 546 yards of total offense. UT also limited a potent Kansas State

rushing attack to just 140 yards (3.6 per carry).

» The Cyclones are under the direction of first-year head coach Tom Herman. Herman came to Austin from the University of
Houston, where he compiled a 22-4 record in two seasons. Prior to his time with the Cougars, Herman served as the offensive
coordinator and quarterbacks coach at Ohio State from 2012-14, and served in the same role at lowa State from 2009-11.

» Texas ranks 35th nationally in scoring offense (35.6 ppg), 33rd in total offense (464.0 ypg), 58th in rushing offense (175.8
ypg) and 29th in passing offense (288.2 ypg). Freshman quarterback Sam Ehlinger is a dual threat, averaging 300.0 passing

yards and a team-high 55.0 rushing yards per game.

» Fourteen Longhorns have made at least one reception this year, including seven of whom have registered seven or more
catches. Sophomore Collin Johnson and freshman Reggie Hemphill-Mapps lead the way with 25 receptions each and
average 97.0 and 52.2 receving yards per game, respectively. Senior Armanti Foreman has a team-high three TD catches.

» After surrendering 51 points in a season-opening loss to Maryland, the Longhorns' defense has allowed just 17.0 points per
game over the last four contests. UT ranks 17th nationally in rushing defense (105.2 ypg) and 42nd in total defense (354.2

ypg), and its four defensive touchdowns lead the country. Junior safety DeShon Elliott is tied for the national lead with five in-
terceptions this season and returned one for a TD. Junior defensive back Holton Hill has returned both of his picks for scores.

189-0f-261 passes (72.4 percent) for 2,994 yards (332.7 per game) and 28 touchdowns against just four interceptions (7-to-
1 ratio) for a pass efficiency rating of 201.1. He has averaged 15.8 yards per completion and 11.5 yards per attempt. Mayfield
has also rushed for five scores in those outings, helping the Sooners to an 8-1 record (lone loss was to Houston in the 2016
opener at NRG Stadium in Houston; current Texas head coach Tom Herman was UH head coach).

OFFENSE ROLLING DESPITE LOSS OF KEY WEAPONS

» Despite losing three highly accomplished skill players to the NFL Draft in the spring, Oklahoma leads the nation in offensive
yards per game (587.0) and yards per play (8.7) in 2017. The departed trio of Biletnikoff Award winner Dede Westbrook
(1,524 receiving yards, 18 total TDs last year), Samaje Perine (OU's all-time rushing leader; 1,060 rushing yards, 12 rushing
TDs last year) and Joe Mixon (single-season OU record of 2,331 all-purpose yards, 16 TDs last year) accounted for 5,447
all-purpose yards and 47 touchdowns last season.

» Last year the Sooners averaged 7.5 yards per play, the second-highest figure in school history (the 1971 team averaged
7.6), but this year's team is averaging 1.2 more yards per play. OU's 8.7 yards per play are almost a full yard more than the
team with the second-highest average (UCF; 8.0).

» No program has more all-time 10-win seasons than Oklahoma, which has 37. In addition, OU’s 22 seasons with at least 11
wins are the most in college football history.

» Since former head coach Bob Stoops arrived in Norman in 1999, OU leads all Power 5 conference programs in wins (194)
and points scored (9,135).

» Only Ohio State (105) has been ranked No. 1 in the AP Poll more weeks than Oklahoma (102). OU’s 400 weeks in the AP’s
top five are most of any school (Alabama next with 372 and Ohio State third with 359). The AP Poll was introduced in 1936.

» Only Alabama (9) and Notre Dame (8) have earned more all-time AP national championships than Oklahoma (7).

EXTRA POINTS

» Lincoln Riley is looking to become just the fifth Oklahoma head coach to post a win in his first meeting against Texas. Only
Bennie Owen in 1905 (2-0 score), Jim Mackenzie in 1966 (18-9), Barry Switzer in 1973 (52-13) and John Blake in
1996 (30-27 in OT) won in their Red River debut.

» Oklahoma's 111 games against Texas are tied as its most against one opponent (also Oklahoma State).

» Sixty-eight of the 112 players on OU's roster (61 percent), including 11 of the team's 22 starters last week against lowa
State, hail from the states of Texas (40) and Oklahoma (28).

» Fourteen Sooners caught at least one pass last season. Through five games this year, 17 Sooners have made at least one
reception (14 had at least one catch in the season opener against UTEP).

» 0U has thrown 17 TD passes this season and is one of five teams to not throw an interception. Alabama and Southern Miss
are the teams with the next most TDs without an interception (11).

» Oklahoma is 11-6 all-time as the No. 12 team in the AP Poll, including 10-1 against unranked teams (1-1 vs. Texas [won in
1952, lost in 2013]).

» Of all active FBS players with at least 14 career TD receptions, Mark Andrews has the best TD-to-catch ratio at 23.2 per-
cent (16 TDs on 69 catches). The next closest players are LSU’s Jonathan Giles (16 TDs on 84 catches; 19.1%), Old Dominion’s
Jonathan Duhart (19-102; 18.6%), Clemson's Deon Cain (16-89; 18.0%) and Marshall's Ryan Yuracheck (19-110; 17.3%).

» Redshirt sophomore receiver Lee Morris has recorded his lone two career catches this season, and both have resulted in
touchdowns (a 43-yarder vs. UTEP and an 18-yarder at Ohio State). Morris is a walk-on.

» OU quarterback Kyler Murray was rated in August by MaxPreps as the best high school signal-caller of the last decade. A
redshirt sophomore who transferred from Texas A&M following the 2015 season, he was a consensus five-star recruit at Allen
(Texas) High School and earned national-player-of-the-year honors from Gatorade, MaxPreps, Parade and USA Today following
his senior year in 2014. Murray rolled up 14,500 rushing and receiving yards, as well as 186 touchdowns in his three seasons.

» The Sooners are 4-2 all-time in overtime games. The last one was a 31-24 double-overtime win at No. 23 Tennessee in 2015.

KLAHOMA MEMORIAL STADIUM

OKLAHOMA’S PALACE ON THE PRAIRIE

» Gaylord Family — Oklahoma Memorial Stadium is one of America’s most recognized college football cathedrals. Situated on
the east side of the Norman campus, this historical facility is the largest sports arena in the state and ranks among the 18 largest
on-campus facilities in the nation.

» In 1921, University of Oklahoma students started a movement for construction of a student union. By 1925, the idea had grown
to include a combined football stadium/student union. In the original architect’s drawings, the north end of the proposed structure
was strikingly similar to the present Oklahoma Memorial Union, which eventually was constructed separately when head coach
and athletics director Bennie Owen suggested it would be best to raise funds for a union and a stadium.

» The field is named Owen Field after Owen, who became a charter member of the National Football Hall of Fame. The first game
played at the site took place Oct. 20, 1923 (a 63-7 win over Washington, Mo.).

» In 1925, the first contest was played in front of the new stands on the west side of the field. The 16,000-seat Oklahoma Memo-
rial Stadium, named in honor of University personnel who died in World War |, was erected at a cost of approximately $293,000.

» Expansions increased the stadium’s capacity to 32,000 (1929), 55,000 (1949), 61,836 (1957), 71,187 (1975), 75,004 (1980),
72,765 (1998), 82,112 (2003) and its existing figure of 83,489 (2016).

» In July, 1970 the original natural grass surface was removed and artificial turf was installed. That tartan turf was replaced with
super turf before the 1981 season. Owen Field returned to grass in 1994.

RECENT RENOVATION

» The OU Board of Regents approved a proposal from OU Athletics on June 25, 2014, to proceed with the development of plans
and projects for a major renovation and modernization of the stadium at an estimated cost of $160 million. The project was carried
out entirely from Athletics Department-generated capital funds, bond funds and other private sources.

» The first phase of the building project was completed prior to the 2016 home opener with a focus on the south end zone. The
most visible aspect is a completed south end zone seating bowl, a feature that has initially increased the seating capacity to 83,489.

» The seating bow! features an expanded concourse, additional restrooms and concessions, and other amenities. The new struc-
ture features 22 suites, 60 open-air loge boxes and 1,976 club seats. Club patrons will benefit from two new clubs.

» Among the most unique features of the new south end zone facility are a pair of open-air fan plazas, one each in the southwest

and southeast corners. They each measure at slightly more than 3,000 square feet each and feature a view directly to the game field.

» All student-athlete services in the new building were moved to the ground floor. That space, completed this past summer, includes a new locker room, strength and conditioning area, train-
ing room, nutrition center, meeting rooms and the equipment operation. The third floor of the building houses all of the football offices and the team’s video department.

» The weight room nearly tripled in size to 26,600 square feet and includes a 70-yard turfed, indoor speed and agility training area. The athletic training room also grew substantially to nearly
10,000 square feet.

LINCOLN RILEY

FIRST SEASON AS HEAD COACH - YOUNGEST HEAD COACH IN FOOTBALL BOWL SUBDIVISION
WINNER OF 2015 BROYLES AWARD AS NATION'S TOP ASSISTANT COACH

new era of Oklahoma football is underway. After presiding
over two of the most prolific offensive seasons in program
history, 34-year-old Lincoln Riley took over the OU head
coaching reins on June 7, 2017, following the retirement of
one of the most accomplished coaches of the last quarter century in
Bob Stoops. OU's 22nd head coach, Riley served as the program's
offensive coordinator and quarterbacks coach the last two seasons.

The Football Bowl Subdivision's youngest head coach, Riley takes
over a program fresh off a 10th Big 12 championship and that is
primed for more with a $160 million south end zone project now
complete. With some of the country's most eye-catching facilities,
a highly touted 2017 recruiting class and coaching and support
staffs that remain completely intact, Oklahoma's championship
expectations are not altered in the least.

Originally from the 5,000-person West Texas town of Muleshoe,
Riley made his name as perhaps the best up-and-coming star in
college football by overseeing a balanced and explosive Oklahoma
offense the last two seasons. In 2016, the Sooners led the nation in
passing efficiency rating (their mark of 193.79 set an FBS record)
and pass completion percentage (.706), while ranking second in
total offense (554.8 ypg) and third in scoring offense (43.9 ppg)
and third-down conversion percentage (.515). Only one team in
school history averaged more yards per play than the Sooners'
7.51in 2016 (the 1971 squad averaged 7.6). OU's potent offensive
attack is a big reason the Sooners won a second straight Big 12
title and handled Auburn 35-19 in the Sugar Bowl.

Individual player accomplishments were abundant in 2016 under
Riley's tutelage. Quarterback Baker Mayfield and wide receiver
Dede Westbrook finished third and fourth in Heisman Trophy voting,
respectively, marking just the fourth time since 1955 and first since
2004 that a pair of teammates from any school finished in the top
four of Heisman balloting. Westbrook, the Big 12 Offensive Player
of the Year, was OU's first unanimous All-American since 2004 and
the Sooners' first recipient of the Biletnikoff Award as the nation's
outstanding receiver. Running back Joe Mixon finished second
nationally and set the OU single-season record with 2,331 all-
purpose yards, while backfield mate Samaje Perine set the school
career rushing record with 4,122 yards in only three seasons.

Riley was just as good for OU in his first season as offensive
coordinator, earning the 2015 Broyles Award as the nation's top
assistant coach after the Sooners ranked fourth nationally in scoring
(43.5 ppg) and seventh in total offense (530.2 ypg). Mayfield,

who finished fourth in Heisman voting, was the Big 12 Offensive
Player of the Year and Sporting News national player of the year,
while Westbrook was Big 12 Offensive Newcomer of the Year. With
Riley leading a high-flying attack, eight offensive players earned
all-league honors.

Oklahoma's newest head man joined the Sooners in January 2015
after he caught the eye of Stoops during a highly successful five-
year stint as offensive coordinator and quarterbacks coach under
Ruffin McNeill at East Carolina from 2010-14. With OU looking for
a new play caller and wanting to get back to the up-tempo attack
it helped make mainstream, Riley's numbers at ECU made him the
perfect hire.

At East Carolina, Riley installed and directed a spread offensive
scheme that made an immediate impact as the Pirates set more
than 50 team or individual school offensive records in his five
seasons with the program. His squads recorded the top five passing
seasons in school history and the top four marks for total offense

in a season.

He spent his final season with the Pirates serving in the role of
assistant head coach/offensive coordinator/quarterbacks coach

in 2014 as the team ranked third in the nation in passing offense
(371.9 ypg) and was fifth in total offense (533.0 ypg). With Riley
calling the shots, the Pirates set a single-season school record with
6,929 yards of total offense.

Riley's East Carolina offensive units routinely earned national
top-10 rankings in major statistical categories such as passing
offense (third in 2014, eighth in 2010), scoring offense (fifth in
2014, eighth in 2013), third-down conversion percentage (seventh
in 2013) and red zone scoring efficiency (third in 2012, fifth in
2010).

Among his notable pupils, Riley helped transform a pair of East
Carolina wide receivers into the most productive pass catchers in
FBS history. He guided walk-on Justin Hardy to 387 career catches,
breaking the NCAA record previously held by OU's Ryan Broyles
(349). Hardy's 4,541 career receiving yards rank third all-time in
FBS annals as he flourished in Riley's offense, registering three
1,000-yard seasons at ECU that culminated with a 121-catch,
1,494-yard year as a senior in 2014. Riley also coached recent
second-round NFL draft selection Zay Jones for the first two years
of his career. Jones went on to break Hardy's record and is the
NCAA's leader in career receptions (399) and receptions in a
season (158 in 2016).

Already overseeing Mayfield's record-setting career, Riley also
developed dynamic quarterbacks Dominique Davis and Shane
Carden at ECU. Conference USA's 2010 Newcomer of the Year,
Davis set ECU career marks for completions and TD passes despite
playing just two seasons. Davis ranked second among FBS signal
callers with 393 completions and 46 total touchdowns in 2010.

He set an NCAA record with a stretch of 36 straight completions
in2011.

Carden took over the job in 2012 and went on to break the

majority of Davis' records, becoming the first 4,000-yard passer in
program history and setting single-season standards for completion
percentage (70.5 in 2013) and passing yards (4,736 in 2014).
Carden earned Conference USA MVP honors in 2013 and was the
American Conference's Offensive Player of the Year in 2014. He led
all FBS passers with 392 completions in 2014.

Prior to East Carolina, Riley spent seven seasons on the staff at
Texas Tech, where he was part of seven bowl teams and five
bowl wins. During that span, Red Raiders quarterbacks won
NCAA passing titles in 2003, 2004, 2005 and 2007. A walk-on
quarterback at Tech during the spring and summer of 2003 who
then became a student coach, Riley immersed himself in head
coach Mike Leach's offense and worked his way into a full-time
position as wide receivers coach in 2007. He served as inside
receivers coach in 2008 and '09, and eventually called plays as
interim offensive coordinator in the 2010 Alamo Bowl, where the
Red Raiders racked up 579 yards in a 41-31 victory over Michigan
State to cap the 2009 season.

Under Riley's guidance in 2007, wide receiver Michael Crabtree
won the Biletnikoff Award after smashing Big 12 records and NCAA
freshman standards with 134 receptions for 1,962 yards. Crabtree
also accumulated 22 touchdown catches his first season. In fact,
wide receiver Danny Amendola joined Crabtree that year as Texas
Tech receivers who each ammassed 100-catch, 1,000-yard efforts.

A 2006 Texas Tech graduate who earned a Bachelor of Science
degree in exercise and sport sciences, Riley and his wife, Caitlin,
have two daughters, Sloan and Stella.
